Un mensaje de su Parroco...

Hermanos y Hermanas,

Este domingo, en toda la Iglesia universal, se presta una atencién y adoracion particular a la
Santisima Trinidad. El Catecismo de la Iglesia Catdlica nos ensefia:

«El misterio de la Santisima Trinidad es el misterio central de la fe y de la vida cristiana. Es el

misterio de Dios en si mismo. Es, pues, la fuente de todos los otros misterios de la fe, la luz que

los ilumina. Es la ensefianza més fundamental y esencial en la "jerarquia de las verdades de la

fe'"» (234).

Al mostrarnos su vida interior, Dios nos revela que su realidad mas intima es de caracter
comunitario. Esta verdad puede sorprendernos, ya que a menudo nos permitimos pensar en Dios como
un anciano de larga barba blanca, sentado en un trono muy lejos de nosotros.

La revelacion trinitaria, sin embargo, refuta esta vision estrecha. Nos muestra —tal como ensefio
el Papa San Juan Pablo II— que «Dios, en su misterio mas profundo, no es una soledad, sino una
familiay.

Dios se revela como una comunion de personas: una familia divina. Nos revela el dinamismo que
existe en su propio ser.

Esta verdad acerca de Dios puede resultar desconcertante. Al principio puede tomarnos por
sorpresa y, sin embargo —tras reflexionar— podemos verla manifestarse en nuestros propios corazones
y en la historia de la humanidad.

A la luz de la Santisima Trinidad, no deberia sorprendernos que, a lo largo de la historia humana,
muchas culturas hayan caido en el politeismo. Sin la ayuda de la revelacion de Israel, habria sido un
paso comprensible —aunque incompleto— creer en multiples dioses. Tal tendencia resulta
comprensible, dado que la humanidad siempre ha percibido cierto pluralismo en su encuentro con Dios.

Esta intuicion no era erronea y, ahora, con la ayuda del Espiritu Santo, podemos discernir su
verdadero origen y al verdadero Dios que la lleva a plenitud. Hemos sido creados a imagen del Dios
Trino y, como tales, nos sentimos atraidos a estar con los demas. Somos un pueblo comunitario porque
hemos sido hechos a semejanza de un Dios comunitario. Por consiguiente, somos nuestra version mas
auténtica cuando mantenemos una relacion recta con los demas y con Dios. Y somos menos nosotros
mismos —llegando incluso a ser extranos para nosotros mismos— cuando carecemos de Dios, asi como
del amor y el apoyo de los demas.

Al afirmar la existencia de personas distintas dentro de la Trinidad, se nos revela que la
condicion de persona esta intrinsecamente vinculada a la relacion. No puede haber autoposesion sin
autodonacion, y viceversa. Este punto fue enfaticamente subrayado por el Concilio Vaticano II, el cual
enseno:

«En efecto, el Sefior Jesus, cuando ord al Padre: "que todos sean uno... como nosotros somos

uno" (Jn 17, 21-22), abrio perspectivas cerradas a la razén humana, pues sugirio cierta semejanza

entre la union de las Personas divinas y la unidad de los hijos de Dios en la verdad y la caridad.

Esta semejanza revela que el hombre, tnica criatura en la tierra a la que Dios ha amado por si

misma, no puede encontrarse plenamente a si mismo sino mediante la entrega sincera de si

mismo» (Gaudium et Spes, 24).

Somos personas humanas hechas a imagen de las Personas divinas de la Trinidad. Y el Dios
trinitario, que es vivo y verdadero, nos ama y nos llama a conocernos a nosotros mismos y a gozar de
una comunién con El y con quienes nos rodean.




A message from your Pastor...

Brothers and Sisters,

This Sunday throughout the universal Church, particular attention and adoration is
given to the Most Holy Trinity. The Catechism of the Catholic Church teaches us:

“The mystery of the Most Holy Trinity is the central mystery of Christian faith
and life. It is the mystery of God in himself. It is therefore the source of all the other
mysteries of faith, the light that enlightens them. It is the most fundamental and
essential teaching in the ‘hierarchy of the truths of faith>” (234).

In showing us his interior life, God unveils to us that his innermost reality is a
communal one. This truth can surprise us, since we oftentimes allow ourselves to think of God
as an old man with a long white beard sitting on a throne far away from us.

The Trinitarian revelation, however, refutes this narrow view. It shows us — as Pope St.
John Paul II taught — that “God in his deepest mystery is not a solitude, but a family.”

God reveals himself as a communion of persons — a divine family. He discloses to us
the dynamism that exists within himself.

This truth about God can be startling. It can catch us off guard at first, and yet — upon
reflection — we can see it played out in our hearts and in human history.

In light of the Holy Trinity, it shouldn’t shock us that in the course of human history,
many cultures have fallen into polytheism. Without the help of Israel’s revelation, it would
have been an understandable, even if incomplete, move to believe in multiple gods. Such a
movement is comprehensible since humanity has always felt a pluralism in its encounter with
God.

This intuition was not wrong, and now, with the help of the Holy Spirit, we can see its
true origin and the true God who completes it. We are made in the image of the Triune God
and, as such, we are drawn to be with others. We are a communal people because we are made
in the likeness of a communal God. And so, we are most perfectly ourselves when we are in
right relationship with others and with God. And we are less ourselves, and strangers to
ourselves, when we are without God and the love and support of others.

By asserting distinct persons within the Trinity, it shows us that personhood is bound to
relationship. We cannot have self-possession without self-donation and vice-versa. This point
was stressed by the Second Vatican Council, which taught:

“Indeed, the Lord Jesus, when He prayed to the Father, ‘that all may be one ... as we are

one’ (John 17:21-22) opened up vistas closed to human reason, for He implied a certain

likeness between the union of the divine Persons, and the unity of God's sons in truth
and charity. This likeness reveals that man, who is the only creature on earth which God
willed for itself, cannot fully find himself except through a sincere gift of himself”

(Gaudium et Spes, 24).

We are human persons made in the image of the divine Persons of the Godhead. And
the Trinitarian God, who is living and true, loves us and calls us to know ourselves and to
rejoice in a fellowship with him and with those around us.
