Teresa often said, "Not all of us can do great things,
but we can do small things with great love." The Lord
notices and treasures even the smallest gestures
offered in His name.

As another school year comes to an end, | extend my
heartfelt gratitude to all our students, teachers, staff,
and parents. Thank you for your dedication,
perseverance, and sacrifices throughout the year.
Education is not merely the formation of the mind
but also the formation of character, faith, and values.
Your efforts help build a stronger community and a
brighter future.

May the summer months ahead provide opportunities
for rest, renewal, and quality time with family and
friends. May they also be a time to deepen your
relationship with the Lord, who remains the source of
all joy and peace.
